Important Papers and Forms

Each student in grades 1-8 will be
issued a Chromebook after school
starts. The Chromebook insurance fee
must have been paid, and the annual
Internet and Chromebook use agree-
ments signed, before the computer is
released to a student. These forms will
be included in the “first day” packets
available for pickup at “Crusader
day.” (The packet will be sent home on
the first day of school with your oldest
student if not already picked up.)

Free and Reduced Lunches

Lunches will be free again for all stu-
dents for the beginning of this school
year. We don’t know when that will end--
so families are encouraged to apply for
free/reduced cost lunch benefits now to
be ready.
