     When attending a “PGC” workshop,  
be sure to be on time, as the Archdio-
cese does not allow latecomers to enter. 
     All volunteers working with children 
must have attended a “PGC” workshop. 
Remember: you need to complete this 
workshop in order to volunteer for 
field day or camp or to chaperone 
field trips.

Congratulations!! 

...to the 7 Holy Cross families who were 
awarded a total of $11,000 in tuition as-
sistance from the Archdiocese of Detroit! 
(That money is expected to arrive later in 
the fall--late October or November--and it 
will be posted to their FACTS tuition ac-
counts at that time.) 
...to the families who are receiving local 
tuition assistance, too--those credits will 
appear on FACTS tuition account just 
before the second semester of school 
begins. (and your FACTS tuition account 
has been adjusted to reflect that). 
 

Seventh Graders and New “Crusaders” 
     The Health Department assesses im-
munization records of all new students 
and all students entering 7th grade. 
      If your child is in one of these groups, 
please check with your doctor to see if 
your student’s immunizations are up to 
date. Parents of students in these cate-
gories with immunization waivers will 
need to update the waiver: call the 
Health Department (810.987.5300) to 
make that arrangement. 
 

Service Credits 
     Your service credit record should be 
in your mailbox soon. Please check to be 
sure we filled in the work shifts and Ser-
vice Credit plan you signed up for.  
 

Service Credits, Again-- 
     Don’t forget that you have until Sep-
tember 15 to sign up for your credits; 
families who haven’t chosen by then are 
assigned to Plan “A” (to simply pay for 
their credits).

Service Credits: Lunch Aides 

     We are looking for lunch time helpers! 
(We hope that, if you were a lunch aide 
last year, you’ll continue to perform that 
service again this year!!) You can earn 
service credits being a lunch aide: if you 
work, say, Mondays all year, that will 
give you two credits; if you opt to do ALL 
days, you will have earned all of your 
credits (and had lots of quality time with 
your children and their friends!). 
     Lunch aides work from 10:30-11:30 
on school days, by the day of the week 
(e.g., you might choose to work Wednes-
days). Aides need to have participated in 
the “Protecting God’s Children” class and 
submit to a background check. Mrs. Dav-
enport will have a short orientation meet-
ing for aides at 6pm on August 22 so all 
will have an opportunity to learn the 
“rules” and expectations. 
     If you are interested (or for more info), 
please contact the school office--thank 
you!

Fall Sports 
     Girls (grades 6-8) will be able to start 
volleyball practice in a week or two We 
are pleased to announce that Mrs. Jen-
nifer Kuzera will return as their coach. 
We also plan to offer boys’ and 
girls’ (grades 5-8) cross country in the 
fall: Mr. and Mrs. Zammit will head the 
coaching staff for that sport! (We will be 
looking for helpers for the Zammits: call 
school!)  
     All school athletes need to have had a 
sports physical before participating in 
sports. Parents and doctor each com-
plete parts of the form. 
     A blank copy of the sports physical 
form was included in your family’s 
“Summer Study Guide” packet. The form 
is also available on the school website: 
go to www.holycrossonline.net and 
choose the tab “about,” then “athletics.” 
     If you think you might participate in 
any sports this year, summer is a great 
time to get your sports physical done and 
out of the way! If your doctor doesn’t do 
sports physicals, try such places as 
“Minute Clinics” or the Health Depart-
ment’s “Teen Health” center. (And while 
you’re there, you can check to be sure 
your immunizations are up to date!) 
 

Dress Code 

     Each family received a copy of the 
Holy Cross dress requirements at regis-
tration. (It is also available on the school 
website under “documents.”) In line with 
our continuing efforts to keep our focus 
on academic excellence and educating 
the whole child, and noting that school 
uniforms eliminate distractions, create a 
sense of belonging and pride, and are 
cost effective, you will notice a stricter 
enforcement of our dress code this year.  
     As you start your back-to-school 
shopping, please check to be sure your 
clothing selections comply with the dress 
code. Pants and shorts should be 
“dress”--no overstitching or “cargo” pock-
ets. Socks should be white, black or navy 
and completely cover the ankle. Blouses 
should be plain in style, with no trim or 
lace, and any barrettes/hair bows, also, 
should be “plain.” SHOES are to be 
“dress shoes: oxford / buckle / loafer 
in black, dark brown or navy (or black 
& white saddle shoe)”. 
     Look at the pictures in the publication! 
There are so many options--you don’t 
have to buy your clothes from any partic-
ular manufacturer, and there are many 
choices of styles. Our “Blue Room” is full 
of used clothing that is free to school 
families: call the office to make an ap-
pointment to check it out. 
     Our goal is to encourage a neat, pro-
fessional, “uniform” look among our stu-
dents without causing a financial burden.

gram is changing! For years we’ve  been 
asking you to clip the little “Box Tops for 
Education” tab on product packaging; the 
program has gone digital!  
     Instead of having to snip all those 
plastic or cardboard boxes, from now on 
you’ll be able to scan your register re-
ceipt to submit all the “Box Tops” in that 
purchase. You just need to download the 
app to your smart phone. 
     (As long as you see “Box Tops” on 
packages, please do continue to clip and 
send them in--they will be honored until 
their expiration dates.)

It will 
contain this year’s school handbook as 
well as information about internet use, 
school lunches, Chromebooks and the 
school directory. Please read all carefully 
and respond appropriately--thank you! 
     (Please be advised that proofs of your 
school pictures won’t be available on the 
23rd: they are expected to go home with 
students about a week later.) 
 

The First Day of School! 
     Students will start on Monday, August 
26. it will be a regular day: full day 
(7:28am-2:50pm), regular school day 
dress code. Chartwells will be serving 
lunch that day ($2.40 again this year for 
lunches, 50¢ for milk only). (Applications 
for free and reduced cost lunches will be 
in the packet of papers available at 
“Crusader Day.”) We will have four full, 
regular days of school before the Labor 
Day weekend, and there will be no clas-
ses on Friday-Monday, August 30-
September 2. Classes will resume on 
Tuesday, September 3, and East China 
buses will begin their runs that day. 
 

“Curriculum Night” 
--has been rescheduled from the date 
originally published on the 2019-20 
school year calendar: instead, it will be 
on Tuesday, August 27, from 6-8pm. It 
will be a good opportunity to learn about 
school rules and code of conduct. We 
hope to see you there! 
 

“How Am I Getting Home Today?” 
     Younger students and their teachers 
will appreciate it if you send a note to 
school by the first day to let us know how 
your children will be getting home those 
first few days (as well as what their typi-
cal “going home” routine will be).

School Chromebooks 
     Each student in grades 1-8 will be 
issued a Chromebook after school starts. 
The Chromebook insurance fee must 
have been paid, and the annual Internet 
and Chromebook use agreements 
signed, before the computer is released 
to a student. These forms will be includ-
ed in the “first day” packets available for 
pickup at “Crusader day.” (The packet 
will be sent home on the first day of 
school with the oldest student if not al-
ready picked up.)  

 
Cafeteria Pricing 2019-20 

     Families who received free or re-
duced-cost lunches last year will be eligi-
ble for those benefits on the first day of 
school, but will need to re-apply for those 
benefits within the first couple weeks of 
school (the application form will be in 
your family’s “first day of school” packet, 
available during “Crusader Day”). 
     New families: if you received free or 
reduced-cost lunches at your old school, 
please contact Mrs Steinmetz in the of-
fice ASAP to see what needs to be done 
to continue those benefits at Holy Cross. 
     We have been advised that lunches 
will still be $2.40 for elementary students. 
 

Auction 2020 
     Have you seen any great bargains or 
really interesting items during your sum-
mer shopping trips?

Annual Pest Control Advisory 

Notification for Parents 
     In keeping with the State of Michigan 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Act 451 of 1994 and Regula-
tion 637, Holy Cross School has adopted 
a plan of action for controlling insects, 
rodents and other pests in and around 
our facilities. 
     The school’s plan of action for control-
ling pests incorporates integrated pest 
management (IPM). IPM utilizes various 
means of pest control including, but not 
limited to, habitat modification and sani-
tation, mechanical control, biological con-
trol and chemical control. 
     Holy Cross School realizes that the 
use of chemicals can be harmful to the 
health and safety of humans and the en-
vironment; therefore, we will apply chem-
icals only as a last resort. 
     Any questions regarding Holy Cross’s 
IPM program should be directed to Judy

     If you wish to be notified before a 
scheduled pest treatment, please 
complete the form found elsewhere in 
this newsletter and return to the 
school office. 

 
Meningococcal Vaccine 

     We are required to notify you of the 
availability of the meningococcal vaccine. 
Please contact the county Health Depart-
ment or your doctor’s office for more in-
formation. 

Concussions 
     In order to keep people aware of the 
possibility of concussions, the law re-
quires adult coaches to complete a (free) 
online training course (contact Mrs. Dav-
enport for info). If a student is withheld 
from athletic activities due to a suspected 
concussion, s/he may not return to 
school that day. The student may return 
on a subsequent day ONLY with the writ-
ten clearance of an MD or DO. 
 

Asbestos 
     Federal law requires schools to in-
spect, test and identify known or sus-
pected asbestos containing materials. All 
known asbestos containing materials at 
Holy Cross School have were removed 
by a professional abatement company 
several years ago.
