Application is done online, and there is a 
small fee. You will also need to print the 
“Pastor’s Signature” page and get 
your (Archdiocese of Detroit parish) 
pastor’s signature as part of your ap-
plication. After you have his signa-
ture, fax or email the Pastor Signature 
page to the school office:

     Your application and all support-
ing paperwork must be complete and 
submitted according to the published 
deadlines in order to qualify for tuition 
assistance from the Archdiocese of De-
troit. Applying for this grant is required if 
you plan to apply for “local” tuition 
help, as well—PLEASE APPLY ASAP 
if you will be asking for any “local” 
tuition assistance for 2020-21!
