“Crusader” in a blue folder in March. Mail
in your registrations before April 30
for the “early registration” discount!
(The packet also included financial aid
information--time to apply for that, too!)

“cash flow” impact to our families, we are
delaying the standard, 10-payment
tuition plan by a month. From now on,
the first tuition payment will be due by
the end of June, and the last by the end
of March.

ing paperwork must be complete and

submitted by May 15 in order to quali-
fy for tuition assistance from the Archdio-

cese of Detroit. Applying for this grant is
required if you plan to apply for
“local” tuition help, as well—PLEASE
APPLY ASAP if you plan to apply for
any tuition assistance for 2020-21!

Distance Learning Info

We may not return to “in-school” clas-
ses before the end of this school year.
However, that does not change our
working online: and Mrs. Davenport and
the teachers are proud of how hard your
students have been working. The Arch-
diocese of Detroit has assured us that
we are not subject to the recent ques-
tions on the acceptability of distance
learning, and Holy Cross students are on
track to finish the year as planned.

Here are a few notes to help distance
learning run smoothly:

e Parents: accept teachers’ invitations
to join Google classrooms (email the
school or your teacher if you don’t
remember having been invited).

e Parents and students: please check
your emails several times each
day and respond as needed or
requested.

e Students: teachers are available for
you from 7:30am to 3:30pm each
day. Log in and do your work early
in the day! Your teacher may not
receive your email until the next day
if you send it after 3pm.

e Instruction and class work time
should take approximately 4 hours
each day. If you are having trouble,
please let your teacher know right
away.

CORONAVIRUS

We continue to stay in daily contact
with the Health Department, and are re-
viewing and updating our protocols and
procedures.

The Health Department advises eve-
ryone to maintain cleanliness of fre-
quently-touched surfaces (e.g. door-
knobs, light switches, desks, keyboards,
countertops, bathroom surfaces...). They
also advise teaching and reviewing prop-
er handwashing techniques and other
ways of reducing disease transmission
(e.g. coughing or sneezing into a tissue
or elbow) with children.

When we are able to return to school:
school policy requires students who
have flu-like symptoms or a fever to re-
main away from school. Reducing a fe-
ver with medication does not eliminate
the cause of the fever, and the student
must still stay away from school until
the fever is gone naturally.
